CORRYMOOR SOCKS GO SOLAR

In our continuing efforts to keep our carbon footprint as
low as possible, we have just installed solar panels
which should produce about 9.2KW of electricity. This
is enough to run the sock processing we do here as
well as providing heating and lighting for the office and
the store.

The goats fleeces are, of course, “renewable” as well
as being mohair which is such a long lasting fibre. So,
all in all, compared to the alternatives, and to our
competitors Corrymoor Socks are environmentally
“Miles Better”!

MOHAIR PRICES HIGH AGAIN

Worldwide, mohair prices are about 13% above the
figures for 2010. This is, in part, due to low numbers of
Angora Goats throughout the world, combined with
drought affecting many areas. But the dominant factor
is the ever increasing demand from China.

The price of your Corrymoor Socks did not change
when VAT went up to 20% at the start of 2011.
Unfortunately, we have had to make small increases
now to accommodate the VAT and the ever rising cost
of knitting and spinning. As always we try to keep
these changes to a minimum and are often
complimented that Corrymoor Socks offer such good
value for money.
